Cleaning your projector

Wipe off dirt and dust gently with a soft cloth.

Cleaning the lens surface

Cleaning the Air filter

If the Air filter is excessively dirty, the internal temperature of the projector increases and may cause
malfunction. Clean the Air filter regularly every 100 hours of usage.

Turn the projector upside down and place it gently on a soft cloth.

2. Press the tab and slightly slide up the Air filter to remove.

3. Vacuum dirt and dust from the Air filter.
