Power

This set operates on an AC mains supply, the voltage is as indicated on the label on the back cover. Never apply
DC power to the set. In the event of thunderstorms or powercuts, please pull out the aerial and mains plugs.

Warning

To prevent fire or shock hazard, do not expose the set to rain or moisture.
Do not place anything containing liquid on top of the set, this may cause a fire or could give an electric shock.

Service

Never remove the back cover of the set as this can expose you to very high voltage and other hazards. If the set
does not operate properly, unplug it and call your dealer.

Aerial

Connect the aerial cable to the socket marked +75 Q on the back cover. For the best reception an outdoor aerial
should be used.

Location

Position your set so that no bright light or sunlight falls directly onto the screen. Care should be taken not to
expose the set to any unnecessary vibration, moisture, dust or heat. Also ensure that the set is placed in a
position to allow a free flow of air. Do not cover the ventilation openings on the back cover.

Avoid having a fixed image remain on the screen for a long period of time. Typically a frozen still picture from a
VCR, 4:3 picture format or if a CH label is present;
the fixed image may remain visible on the screen.

Connecting PC

- To enjoy vivid picture and sound, connect a PC to the set.

- Avoid keeping a fixed image on the set's screen for a long period of time. The fixed image may become permanently imprinted
on the screen; use a screen saver when possible.

- Connect PC to the RGB INPUT or HDMI/DVI INPUT port of the set; change the resolution output of PC accordingly.

- There might be noise according to some resolution, vertical pattern, contrast or brightness in PC mode. Change the PC mode into
another resolution or change the refresh rate into another rate or adjust the brightness and contrast on the menu until the picture
is clean. If the refresh rate of the PC graphic card can not be changed, change the PC graphic card or consult it to the manufac-
turer of the PC graphic card.

- The synchronization input waveform for Horizontal and Vertical frequencies are separate.

Seiup Instructions to Connect a PC to your set
We recommend using 1024x768, 60Hz for the PC mode, they provide the best picture quality.

- If the resolution of PC is over XGA, there will be no picture on the set.

- Connect the signal cable from the monitor output port of the PC to the RGB INPUT port of the set or the signal cable from the
HDMI or DVI output port of the PC to the HDMI/DVI INPUT port on the set.

- Connect the audio cable from the PC to the Audio input on the set. (Audio cables are not included with the set).

- If using a sound card, adjust PC sound as required.

- This set uses a VESA Plug and Play Solution. The set provides EDID data to the PC system with a DDC protocol. The PC adjusts
automatically to use this set.

- DDC protocol is preset for HDMI (Digital RGB) mode.

- If required, adjust the settings for Plug and Play functionally.

- If graphics card on the PC does not output analog and digital RGB simultaneously, connect only one of RGB INPUT or HDMI
INPUT to display the PC on the set.
If graphic card on the PC does output analog and digital RGB simultaneously, set the set to either RGB or HDMI ; (the other mode
is set to Plug and Play automatically by the set.)

- DOS mode may not work depending on video card if you use a HDMI to DVI cable.

- When you use too long RGB-PC cable, there might be noise on the screen. We recommend using under 5m of the cable. It
provides the best picture quality.

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Geplacing the Lamp

Lamp unit replacement
* You must replace the lamp when:

The image gets darker or starts to deteriorate.
The lamp indicator is orange.
The lamp indicator is red.
The message “Lamp Life Over” appears on the screen when
turning the TV on.

Lamp indicators

Be careful when replacing lamp

- Tumn off the power with the remote control.

In 3 minutes, press the power button to off on the front panel
and unplug the power cord.(For 2 minutes, cooling fan works
after turning off power)

- Allow the lamp to cool for 30 minutes before replacing it.

- Replace only with the same type lamp from an LG Electronics
Service Centre. Using another lamp type may cause damage
to the TV and lamp.

- Pull out the lamp only when replacing the lamp.

- Keep the lamp unit out of reach of children and heat sources
such as radiators, stoves.

- To reduce the risk of fire, lamp shall not be exposed to
liquids or foriegn material.

- Do not place the lamp near any heat source.

- Make sure the new lamp is securely tightened with screws.

If not, the image may be dark or there could be a risk of fire.

- Never touch the lamp unit glass or otherwise it will become dirty.

To obtain a replacement Lamp unit

Lamp model number is on the lamp
cover. Check the lamp

model and then locate an LG Electronics
service center.

Using another type of lamp may cause
damage to the TV or lamp.

Lamp unit disposal

LG Electronics is provided with an interlock switch to reduce
the risk of excessive ultraviolet radiation.
Dispose of the used lamp by returning it to the LG Electronics
service center.

Replacing the Lamp

1. Tumn off the power on the remote control to ST-BY.
In 3 minutes, press the power button to off on the front panel

and unplug the power cord.
(Allow the lamp to cool for
30 minutes before replacing it.)

2. Remove the 2 retaining screws on
the lamp cover with a “+" type
screwdriver then separate the lamp
cover from the TV,

3. Remove the two retaining screws on the lamp case by using
“+" type screwdriver.

4, Lift up the fixed wire handle on the

lamp.

5. Pull out the knob slowly and remove
the lamp case.

6. Insert the new lamp gently into the correct position. Make
sure it is inserted correctly.

7. Tighten the screws you removed in step 3.

8. Replace the lamp cover and tighten the
cover screws,
(If the lamp cover is open, the lamp
indicator flashes green and the TV will
not turn on.)

- Only use LG approved lamp replacement,

- Using incorrect type of lamp may cause damage to the
TV or lamp.

- Make sure the lamp cover is securely fastened. If the lamp
cover is open, the TV will not tum on.

Reset Lamp Use Time

* In some models, the lamp time may not be reset.

Cleaning the Screen

a little fabric softener or dish washing detergent. Wring the cloth until it's almost dry, and then use it to wipe the
screen.

2. Make sure the excess water is off the screen, and then let it air-dry before you turn on your TV.

Cleaning the Cabinet

To remove dirt or dust, wipe the cabinet with a soft, dry, lint-free cloth.
Please be sure not to use a wet cloth.

Extended Absence

If you expect to leave your TV dormant for a long time (such as a vacation), it's a good idea to unplug the
power cord to protect against possible damage from lightning or power surges.
